Course of Fire:  
 
     Match #1 200 yards standing slow fire. 2 sighting shots and 20 rounds for record. 22 minutes time 

limit. SR target. 
 
     Match #2 200 yard rapid fire, sitting or kneeling. 2 sighting shots; then 2 strings of 10 shots each, 

60 seconds each string with a magazine change. SR target. 
 
     Match #3 300 yard rapid fire prone. 2 sighting shots; then 2 strings of 10 shots each, 70 seconds 

each string with a magazine change. SR-3 target. 
 
     Match #4 600 yard prone slow fire. 2 sighting shots and 20 rounds for record. 22 minute time 

limit. MR-1 target. 
 
     Match #5  Aggregate of matches 1, 2, 3, and 4.
