The purpose of the
Governor’s Match will be to determine the top ten New Jersey Service
Rifle Shooters. All matches are open to shooters who are citizens of the
United States. For these CMP Matches, all rifles should qualify under and be
in accordance with appropriate CMP rules governing specific rifles found at
the CMP Website (http://thecmp.org/Competitions). Only rifles classified as
“Service Rifle” and listed under CMP rules will be eligible for award. (Other
rifles may fire out of competition). New Jersey gun laws must be adhered to.
Match competitors will be required to furnish their own guns and
ammunition. Empty Chamber Indicators (ECI) are required, and use of ear
and eye protection is mandatory. Participants will be required to sign a
notarized Eligibility Affidavit and Liability Agreement if not currently on
file at the range.

Match Schedule: Relays will be squadded. Competitors should report to
the range a minimum of one hour prior to start time with firearms and
ammunition. Triggers may be weighed, and guns inspected to ensure
compliance with the appropriate CMP Rules.

Classifications: There are no classifications.

Challenges: A fee of $3.00 will be charged for lost challenge.

Entries: Entries close 15 minutes before the published start time.
Preregistration for the match events is strongly recommended and can be
made by phone or via email.
